DAY OF THE SEAFARER

On 25th June 2013 the International Day of the Seafarer was celebrated for the first time in
Bulgaria. In June 2010 during the IMO conference in Manila, Philippines a resolution was adopted
about declaring 25th June the International Day of the Seafarer. This day has already become a
tradition for almost all sea countries. The celebration in 2014 was also a memorable event thanks to
the support of the maritime community in Varna and the invaluable assistance of the Municipality

of Varna. Hundreds of citizens and visitors gathered to pay their tribute to the seafarer’s profession.

The main events in the programme were the following:

The competition Children’s Sea took place in the plenary hall of the municipality. The winners
were awarded, gifts were given, there was a concert.

A National forum dedicated to the seafarer’s profession was organized.

The winners in the Children’s Sea competition were given certificates with sea names on board
the barquentine “Kaliakra”

A national competition for literature and fine arts was organized. The winners were awarded
during the celebration.

The first year celebration finished with a concert of the singer Toni Dimitrova, and the second
year celebration finished with a concert of the band “Pette Sezona” with music director Stefan
Diomov.

We have grounds to believe that the celebration of the Day of the Seafarer is going to become
a tradition.



CHILDREN’S SEA

In the year 2000 the STU marked 1st June - the
International Children’s Day by a national competition
for children’s drawings and literary works dedicated to
the sea; it was called “Children’s Sea”. Usually children
from Varna and other parts of the country take part
in the competition and it is gaining popularity among
children. In 2014 about 1200 drawings and nearly 100
literary works were presented to the jury. The closing
ceremony of the competition took place in the Plenary
hall of Varna Municipality. The winners were given
awards and a colour album Children’ Sea containing
the best drawings and literary pieces. An exhibition of
children’s drawings was organized in the foyer to the

hall. Every year over 120 children are awarded.
Since 2013 the competition has also been
dedicated to the International Day of the Seafarer.

In 1990 the Seafarers’ trade Union set up a sole
member limited liability company called Promar. Later on,
it was registered as Promar Ltd. and individual members of
the trade union participate in it along with the trade union.
At present Promar Ltd. is the most reputable agency for
recruiting seafarers for ships sailing under foreign flags. The
remuneration and the working conditions fully comply with
the international standards and requirements.

The professional services provided by Promar Ltd. are
based on a well-structured hierarchy with clearly defined
obligations and responsibilities.

Promar Ltd. has a long professional experience in
recruiting crew members for different merchant ships. The
impeccable reputation of the agency is mainly due to the
competence of the Bulgarian seafarers. Most of the ship officers
are graduates of the Naval Academy in Varna.

The true power of the STU was demonstrated in the campaign which was started by the tax
authorities against the seafarers serving on foreign flag ships. The STU commenced counteractions
as early as October 2005 when the campaign began. An official statement was drawn up which was
addressed to all Members of Parliament from Varna and Bourgas.

On 11th April a meeting was held with the representatives of the Ministry of Transport, the
Ministry of Finance and the National Assembly Budget Commission.

In May 2007 the management of the STU were informed about the official conclusion that the
seafarers serving on foreign flag ships were not subject to taxation as set out by the international
agreements.

The STU expanded its activities aimed at defending seafarers in need, irrespective of their
nationality. From May 13th to May 17th 2013 and from May 12th to May 16th 2014 the Seafarers’
Trade Union carried out activities initiated by the ITF as a counter-measure to the shameful
practices used by ship owners, involving crew abuse and unseaworthy vessels in the Black Sea, the
notorious Sea of Shame. A third campaign is forthcoming at the beginning of December 2014.

THE SEAFARERS’ TRADE UNION
DEFENDING THE INTERESTS OF THE SEAFARERS
ON SHIPS FLYING FOREIGN FLAGS

Through the structures of the ITF, the STU can exercise control over foreign ship owners,
take action to detain ships, assist seafarers in issues concerning payment, working conditions and
violations of their interests.

With the information available, the STU can monitor and redistribute the seafarers’ labour
market. Thus STU members are protected from manning agencies and ship owners having dubious
reputation and they can choose the best option for a fulfilling career.

The seafarers serving on foreign flag ships can be consulted in the offices of the union so that
they can take the best decision. When they found themselves in a trouble abroad, they can contact
the office by phone, fax or email. Every union member gets a booklet with the addresses of all ITF
offices worldwide. This enables the seafarers to use the services both of the ITF Inspectorate and
the ITF Headquarters.

The financial potential of the Seafarers’ Trade Union improved adding up the dividends and
the membership fee from Promar manning agency where the trade union is still the main member.

The stable financial status of the STU has made charity possible — money gifts are given to
disabled seafarers every Christmas, financial support is provided for employees in need throughout
the calendar year. In 2014 the STU had its own office.

In 2008 the Navigation Maritime Bulgare was privatized by the ,KG MARITIME SHIPPING’,
the shares of the state remained 30%. The new owners undertook drastic staff dismissals, both shore
and sea employees were dismissed. The indemnities were minimal. The STU became undesirable
partner to the employer and in 2010 it was deprived of the right to sign a Collective Bargaining
Agreement with the NMB. Almost all rights and privileges gained in the course of the years were
discarded. In August 2014 the 43rd Congress of the International Transport Workers” Federation
(ITF) was held in Sofia. There were talks about establishing a better communication between the
separate tr ade unions and about the opportunity to open an ITF office in Bulgaria.

THE SEAFARERS’ TRADE UNION IN ACTION

In 1991 a Collective Bargaining Agreement was signed with the Navigation Maritime Bulgare
setting out the parameters of working time, leave days, rest periods and overtime payment.

Since 1994 the Seafarers’ Trade Union has been a member of the International Transport
Workers” Federation (ITF). Thus, through the ITF structures, the STU can exercise control over
national and foreign ships, undertake joint actions to detain ships, help seamen in need with issues
concerning violations of their rights such as payment, working conditions etc.

In 1994 Atanas Stoichev was elected the president of the STU.

The Seafarers’ Trade Union has always strived at finding alternative opportunities for realization
of the seamen’s labour. Such an alternative was presented by the Ordinance for Intermediary
Activities, adopted on May 6th 1998. A great part of the manning agencies chose to approach the
STU. In 2013 the trade union had already signed agreements with 18 manning agencies which
enormously increased the funds coming from the seafarers working through these agencies to the
STU. On March 2001 Collective Bargaining Agreement was signed between the STU and Zodiac
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Seafarers working through Promar

THE BEGINNING

Not so long ago, in 1989 Bulgarian seafarers did not have the opportunity to express their
demands for better payment and improvement of the working conditions. There existed a Federation
of Transport Workers but it was based in Sofia and its executive board consisted of railway workers
only. There existed a trade union in the Navigation Maritime Bulgare which was a member of the
Federation of Transport Workers but only on paper and nobody heard seamen’s voices.

The new democratic time enabled seafarers to clearly state and protect their rights and
freedoms. A new, independent seamen’s trade union was necessary, a union that could unite
the most rebellious and impatient part of the Bulgarian seafarers. The aim was to speed up the
democratic changes affecting those working on ships sailing under both national and foreign flags.

The Seafarers’ Trade Union was founded on 12th January 1990. The 120 founders adopted a
Statute, Programme Declaration and elected a temporary Management Committee.

The number of members skyrocketed from 120 founders to more than 2000 for just one month.
On 10th February 1990 the first General Meeting was held, the management was elected and Ivan
Velkov was elected the president of the trade union.

The first strike organized by the Seafarers’ Trade Union became a fact in the eventful year
1990. The strike brought the first success — the overseas remuneration of the seamen was increased
by 2 to 4 times.



THE MANAGING TEAM

IVAN VELKOV was born on October 18, 1947 in the town of
Turgovishte. He worked as a ship engineer for the Bulgarian State Shipping
Company Navigation Maritime Bulgare till 1975 and then, till 1985, he
worked as an assistant-professor at “N. Y. Vaptsarov” Naval Academy.
From 1985 to 1990 he worked as a lecturer at the Bulgarian Maritime
Training Center (BMTC). From February 1990, for 4 years, he was the
Chairman of the Seafarers’ Trade Union. After that he continued working
as a lecturer at the Bulgarian Maritime Training Center. He was elected
Vice-chairman of the Seafarer’s Trade Union in 2003 and at the same time
he continued working as a lecturer at the BMTC. He was elected Chairman
of the Seafarers’ Trade Union in 2008.

ATANAS STOYCHEV was born on October 28, 1949 in the village
of Ravna Gora, Varna District. He graduated “N. Y. Vaptsarov” Naval
Academy in the speciality “Ship electrical engineering” He sailed as a
ship electrical engineer for 21 years, of which 7 year in Ocean Fishing, 10
years in the Port Fleet and 4 years for Navigation Maritime Bulgare. He
is a member of the Union of the Bulgarian Writers and is the author of 7
books. He was the Chairman of the Seafarers’ Trade Union from 1994 to
2008. In 2008 he was elected Vice-Chairman of the Union.

GEORGI TODOROYV was born on June 1st 1953 in the town of
Varna. After finishing secondary school, he continued his studies in
the Maritime Training School (MUSH) and in August 1976 he started
working as a seaman in Navigation Maritime Bulgare. As he was eager
to continue his education he became an extramural student in the Naval
Academy in Varna. After he graduated in 1987, he got a certificate for
competence for a navigating officer.

In 1989 he worked on shore for a year and a half and was in coastal
navigation as a captain of the diving support vessel Zvezditsa. In 1991
he made his last overseas voyage as a third navigating officer on board
Georgi Georgiev vessel and in March on the following year he left the
state-owned company.

He sailed on FOC vessels manned by Zodiac and Ahrenkiel for 13
years. Then up to October 2012 he worked for the German shipping
operator Pronav as the captain of a 122 000t bulk-carrier.

He is one of the founders and the first secretary of the Seafarers’
Trade Union (STU). He has been a member of the Managing Board since
1990. In 2013 he was re-elected the secretary of the STU.
